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What is a study plan?
· A 1–2-page document that helps to establish that your true intensions are to apply for a study permit to study in Canada not for any other reason.
· You must demonstrate that you are a genuine student eligible for a study permit and that you have sufficient ties to your home country/residence.
· You must satisfy the officer reading it that you will leave Canada once you have completed your studies. 
· It must be specific, practical and factual.

· Family, especially immediate family
· Employment or job offer, especially if your employer has given approval for a leave
· Property ownership 
· Financial obligations
· Scholarship or funding that requires you to return
· Other responsibilities or obligations you must return to
· Travel history and compliance with immigration laws in those countries
· Return ticket home or means to pay to return

Financial support
I have submitted documents to show that I am able to finance my studies. The main source of my support is [myself/my parents/my spouse].
