Once a Faculty Member has agreed s/he and the student
should fill out this form including readings, assignments, meetings, evaluation and due dates, and submit
it to the Graduate Program Director for approval. A copy of this agreement is kept in the student’s file.
Students should initiate this process well before the start of the term. Graduate students may only take
one half-credit course in which the majority of students are undergraduate students.
