Perhaps the most noteworthy sighting was that of a single Fish Crow on May 5.

May 4, 2016
Greetings

Three crows were at the north end of the pier. At least two of the birds made a short nasal call that was, in all probability, the call of the Fish Crow. The third crow did not call. 

May 5, 2016
Greetings,
One Fish Crow at the north end of the pier. 

May 6, 2016
5 Fish Crows came across the canal from the east side and sat and several called as we were entering the count data at the north end of the pier. 

May 7, 2016. 
We did have 5 crows flying around in the northern parts of the pier. At least 3 were Fish Crows (calling) and one an American Crow (calling). One unidentified.
At the end of our count, while standing just south of the concrete on the end of the pier, we had two crows sitting on the end of concrete pier one noticeably smaller than the other.  Presumably one Fish Crow and one American Crow. 



May 8, 2016
1 Fish Crow (Calling at 0939 and after few minutes flew over to the east side of the canal) and 1 Junco plus residents. 
May 12
Two calling Fish Crows about ¾ of the way along pier on the west side.  One flew south and the other was in a tree being harassed by grackles.  

May 13, 2016
. 5 crows in all, 2 called and were Fish Crows.
May 17, 2016
Four Black-crowned Night herons, at least two Fish Crows including one being harassed by a gull.  

May 20, 2016
, a Fish Crow and one Turkey Vulture

May 24, 2016

Hi

Today was a bit better. We had 7 species of warblers and 6 Fish Crows.
