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Guidelines and Requirements



Brock researchers may apply to the VPMI for funding to pursue applied research projects with an industrial partner.  Upon successful funding of an applied project under the auspices of the VPMI, the Brock researcher will become a Member Researcher of the VPMI as per the VPMI’s Terms of Reference.

Guidelines
· Brock researchers may apply for funding for applied projects that will end no later than March 31, 2023.
· The VPMI provides a maximum of $20,000 cash/year for an applied project if the industry partner contributes a minimum of $5,000 cash/year for the applied project.
· Funding from the VPMI is intended to be used primarily for HQP salaries and consumables.  VPMI funding may not be used to purchase capital equipment in whole or in part exceeding $5,000.  Any capital expenditures above this amount must come from the industry partner cash contribution or from other sources.
· The academic-industry applied project must constitute a research project and not simply sample analysis.

Application Process and Requirements
· Brock researchers complete the attached application form and submit it to vpmi@brocku.ca for evaluation.
· Funding applications may be submitted at any time to vpmi@brocku.ca. A review committee will provide feedback to the applicant, typically within 2 to 3 weeks.  
· If the application is approved, it will be forwarded to ORS for the implementation of a Research Agreement between Brock University and the industry partner.  Please note that VPMI funding is contingent upon a Research Agreement being signed.
· All VPMI funding must be spent by the end of the fiscal year (March 31).  Extension requests may be made in writing to vpmi@brocku.ca. 
· A final report must be submitted to vpmi@brocku.ca within 30 days of project completion.
· Any publications, presentations (oral or written), or other dissemination of work in any form must acknowledge the VPMI and its contribution using “This research was supported by the Brock-Niagara Validation, Prototyping and Manufacturing Institute (VPMI) and the Government of Canada through FedDev Ontario”. In addition, visual presentations such as seminars, poster presentations, and websites shall include the VPMI logo and the Government of Canada logo.  FedDev requires 10 business days to review any publications, presentations, etc. stemming from this work prior to the work being submitted/posted/distributed.

I hereby acknowledge having read and understood the Guidelines and Requirements.  I also affirm that I will abide by all of the requirements outlined above, including acknowledgement of the VPMI and Government of Canada as a funding source.
